“ Lunch Break. Their needs have dramatically increased now because
of sudden substantially reduced funding. Here’s what they urgently

need:

Non-Perishable Food: Canned beans, dried beans, low-sodium canned soup
(chicken, vegetable, and tomato), oatmeal, canned meals (spaghetti, ravioli, chili),
canned chicken, canned tuna, canned vegetables (corn, peas, carrots), low-sugar
applesauce, and almond or oat milk.

Toiletries and Supplies: Toothbrushes & toothpaste, deodorant, shampoo, body
wash, dish soap (smaller sizes), laundry detergent, baby diapers (sizes 2-6), baby
wipes, and adult diapers (women sizes L, XL, XXL).
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ICE Activity Related Request: With increasing community needs due to ICE activity
in our area, Lunch Break is asking for: Shelf stable almond or oat milk, granola
bars/snacks, bags of dried beans, larger pullups/diapers (sizes 4, 5, and 6), and
wipes.
